Freastalaionn na straitéisi seo ar dhaonra
beagnach 200,000 i Luimneach, a bhfuil
timpeall a leath ina gconai sa chathair agus i
gceantair bhruachbhailteacha. Léirionn figitiri
6n bPriomh-Oifig Staidrimh go bhfuil 42% de
dhaonra Luimnigh faoi bhun 30 bliain d’aois agus
cé gur thainig méadu 3.4% ar dhaonra Luimnigh
idir 2006 agus 2011 thainig méadu 13.4% ar an
lion daoine idir 55 agus 85 bliana d’aois.

Limerick 2030: An Economic and Spatial Plan
for Limerick sets out a strategic direction where
cultural and economic development are at the
heart of the socio-economic regeneration of
Limerick.

This plan provides a road map towards a
Limerick that is ambitious and dynamic and also
highlights the need to accelerate economic and
cultural investment to “Transform Limerick into
a major economic and cultural force”.

Crucially therefore, culture is at the heart
of the economic development of Limerick.

These strategies serve the Limerick
population of almost 200,000, around half
of which lives in the city and suburban areas.
Figures from the Central Statistics Office show
that 42% of Limerick’s population is under the
age of 30 and while the population of Limerick
grew by 3.4% between 2006 and 2011; the
number of people aged between 55 and 85 years
increased by 13.4%.

The long-term vision for Limerick provides
the impetus for the cultural sector to contribute
to the economic and social development
of Limerick through job creation, tourism,
place-making and improving quality of life and
well-being. The momentum achieved through
investment in culture in the last number of years
has positioned the city and county as a vibrant,
exciting and progressive place.

This hash tag became a
powerful statement of the role that culture and
creativity play in Limerick and a recognition
that culture is created by and belongs to all of
us. Hosting the National City of Culture in 2014
and the bid for the European Capital of Culture
2020, put a spotlight on Limerick’s ambitious
cultural scene and opened it up to many of those
who never before engaged in creative activity.
It energised practitioners, it activated citizens
and it contributed to placing culture at the core
of public policy and planning for the future of
Limerick.

Following the development and publication
of the Limerick Cultural Strategy: A Framework
2016—-2030, in 2017, Limerick became the
first Local Authority in Ireland to establish a
Strategic Policy Committee dedicated exclusively
to Culture (Cultural spc). The purpose of the
Cultural spc is to advise Limerick City and
County Council on the practical application of
the Limerick Cultural Strategy (2016 —2030),
Limerick’s Heritage Plan (2017—2030), Limerick
Library Strategy 2018 —2022 and other local
and national policies related to culture. These
include but are not limited to Creative Ireland
Programme 2017—2022, National Library Policy
(2013—2017) and The Arts Council Strategy
(Making Great Art Work, 2015—2025).

In Limerick, culture is not simple, it has
many layers. Aware of that, we look at Limerick
through the lens of multiplicity and recognise
the variety of identities, cultures, histories,

Community. The focus on film and coding
contributes to distinguishing Limerick’s strategy
for Creative Ireland, being a clear point of
differentiation for the city and county.

1. Future Creators: Children and Young People
When given a space to engage with culture and
to be creative, young people open up to the
world and the world opens up to them. It not
only gives them opportunity to explore exciting
ideas and their own identity but it also teaches
many important skills, such as communication,
collaboration, problem solving, patience, risk
taking, to name just a few. It is said that we are
all born creative, yet with time this ability, or
rather our confidence in using it, fades away.
How can we nurture it and encourage young
people to carry this ability from their formative
years into their adult lives?

The Creative Youth Strategy recently
published by Creative Ireland sets out to
secure an opportunity for our children and
young people to become creative citizens.
Programmes, such as Creative Schools, Creative
Youth Partnerships and Cruinniu na nOg, are
the principal vehicles for delivering culture
and creativity to children and young people.
Limerick City and County Council commits to
supporting implementation of these initiatives
in our region as well as providing support to
local existing and new programmes aimed at
young citizens.

They are the people who
put creative processes in motion, push artistic
boundaries and are not afraid to question

the status quo and propose innovative and
imaginative ways forward. They create works
and moments that have the power to mesmerise
and inspire.

The objective of this strategic priority is to
support artists and other creators in achieving
excellence in their practices and to work towards
a collaborative and sustainable sectors. Our goal
is to generate more opportunities through which
creative practitioners can make a living from
their creative work in Limerick and continue to
invest in developing structures that will enable
creative practices to prosper. We will continue
to be culturally smart by planning for needs and
opportunities across all policy documents. We

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4. People, Places, Networks: Enhancing our
local cultural and creative infrastructure

The term infrastructure relates to a number of
interrelated matters. The first and most obvious
one is about the provision of appropriate
physical spaces and facilities to enable the
promotion and development of culture. A
healthy and sustainable infrastructure is of
principal importance for a thriving cultural
scene. Such infrastructure requires people,
spaces and networks that are well developed
and supportive of each other. It requires a
vision and an understanding that the physical,
the social and the economic dimensions are
interdependent and all equally important

in building a strong culture and creativity
infrastructure. Under this strategic priority,

we will explore the potential to develop cultural
and creative hubs and clusters in special
development and renewal programmes such as
Ireland 2040 and locally the Limerick 2030 Plan,
revitalisation of Georgian Quarter and historic
towns and through creative contribution to
Town and Village Renewal Programme. We aim
to promote greater urban-rural linkages across
city and county, increasing social cohesion and
extending economic opportunities to benefit the
population.

We also recognise that physical
infrastructure means little without skilled and
committed people, soft infrastructure, who are
well connected with each other and open to
collaboration. In that matter, under this priority
we will endeavour to provide more opportunities
for networking and developing interaction and
empowerment.

Limerick has lead the way on upscaling
Ireland's film and digital industry through the
development of Troy Film Studios, delivering
tangible benefits for the local economy and the
creative sector. However, the challenge remains
of creating sustainability in the independent
film sector and the local film festival sector and
we will work towards improvement in this area.
In Limerick, Fresh Film Festival has
developed a model of best practise in relation
to the development and delivery of engagement
programmes for young people in the area
of film aimed at people of all levels, abilities
and ambitions. Richard Harris International
Film Festival, on the other hand, focuses on
showcasing and celebrating current film output
from local and national film makers and is the
only film festival in Ireland which specifically
encourages Irish filmmakers abroad to return
to Ireland and highlight their work. We also aim
to encourage creative coding and animation, in
particular encouraging the young population to

heart of their communities. We will also make
sure that alongside the magic and fun there is
commitment to artistic quality, pride and the
sense of belonging.
