Noted too for a rich musical heritage and
for its very own ‘Sligo Style’ of fiddling, Sligo has
produced many notable musicians throughout
history. From traditional music pioneers such as
James Morrison and Michael Coleman through
to contemporary musicians across all genres,
Sligo has carved a unique reputation as the
home of exceptional live music. This vibrant and
diverse music scene is nurtured through a variety
of music series, festivals and schools throughout
the year. Highlights include the exceptional
classical music series by Con Brio, the Sligo
International Chamber Music Festival now in its
19th year, the Sligo International Choral Festival,
folk and roots festival Sligo Live, dedicated jazz
festival and summer school, Sligo Jazz, as well as
the Sligo Festival of Baroque Music.

Sligo Music is further nurtured through
the provision of thriving, high-quality music
education programmes which include Sligo
Academy of Music, a wealth of Comhaltas
groups, summer schools including the South
Sligo Summer School, Feis Ceoil and Feis
Shligigh and the exceptional Music Generation
programme. Upon studying the music scene in

“Sligo can legitimately present itself as a centre
of excellence for music”.

Sligo’s cultural life enjoys the support
of a strong and nurturing infrastructure with
professional venues and organisations such
as The Model, The Hawk’s Well, The Yeats
Society, Blue Raincoat Theatre Company, Cairde
Sligo Arts Festival and The Coleman Centre
in Gurteen. The Model houses the Niland
Collection, one of Ireland’s most significant
public art collections which was founded
by Nora Niland in 1959. This state of the art
renovated dormer school also hosts a series
of national and international contemporary
exhibitions.

Sligo has a variety of venues and community
centres, festivals and music schools, resident
artist and creative studios throughout its
rural communities. Sligo County Council
is committed to nurturing this rich cultural
and creative scene and embraces all of the
opportunities presented within Creative Ireland
to do this.

Sligo Library and Sligo County Museum
are housed in two buildings of architectural
and historical note. The Library was a former
gothic style Congregational Church, designed
and built in 1851 and renovated in 1954. The
Manse, situated beside the church was converted
into Sligo County Museum in 1955. Between
them, they host a wealth of artefacts, scripts,
photographs and memorabilia. Sligo

County Council is committed to
preserving these important cultural institutions
and collections, alongside reviewing the
infrastructural deficits in public access to these
services and collections.

The semi-professional drama scene is
alive and thriving with annual highlights such
as the Western Drama Festival in Tubbercurry
each year. Hundreds of members from the
community are actively involved in producing
and presenting theatre in Sligo year-round. The
future of drama is secure with the exceptional
work of County Sligo Youth Theatre and the
many drama schools which thrive throughout
the county.

The Yeats Society is committed to
celebrating the vast and rich legacy of the Yeats
family in Sligo. Highlight events taking place
at the Yeats building include the annual Yeats
Summer School now in its 59th year.

The Hawk’s Well Theatre is a vibrant
centre for established, emerging and semi-
professional artists across all art forms and
genres. The theatre collaborates regularly with a
wide variety of community groups and festivals,
presents some of the country’s most renowned

The foundation of this degree course
is testament to the richness of Sligo’s written
word and will further develop its vibrant literary
heritage, one that stretches back as far as the
14th century with the Ancient Book of Ballymote
and the Great Book of Lecan. Yeats Day and the
Tread Softly Festival celebrate the legacy of W.B.
Yeats and the wider Yeats family through a series
ofvisual art and spoken word events.

The diversity of Sligo’s landscape,
mythology, natural and built heritage is
paralleled with a culturally rich and diverse
society. As a natural part of a worldwide trend
in globalisation, Sligo has become home to a
diversity of nationalities, whose own cultural
traditions are now interweaving within the
fabric of cultural life in Sligo. Globe House is
a direct provision centre for asylum seekers
based in Sligo. Many who have gone through
the asylum process have now put down roots
in Sligo.

Full details and criteria
will be announced in May 2018.

The Arts Act 2003 defines the arts as: ‘any
creative or interpretative expression (whether
traditional or contemporary) in whatever form
and includes, in particular, visual arts, theatre,
literature, music, dance, opera, film, circus and
architecture and includes any medium when
used for those purposes.

Artists
This refers to anyone working professionally
in the arts, as per the definition above.

Community

A group which either lives or works in a specific
locality or place or which visits a specific place
on a regular basis. In addition, it (The Arts
Council) understands ‘community’ to
encompass groups that share a particular
interest, for example music, the environment
or migrant rights.

Creatives

This denotes anyone working within a creative
industry/sector, including craft, design,
fashion, architecture, film, photography and
food.

Culture

The terms ‘culture’ and ‘cultural’ are used to
refer to the customs, attitudes, experiences and/
or traditions that may be shared (or disputed)

by groups of people, through belonging to
particular national or ethnic groups.

Professional artist
This refers to an artist who relies upon their
art as a source of income.
