Excellence in art is extracted from the
combination of talent and determination,
characteristics artistic director David Agler
believes are synonymous with Wexford. This is
a county of dreamers and visionaries.

Colm Toibin has noted that the purpose
of art is to change the world. ‘The change that
we make may be slow and subtle, but it is also
spiritual, and spiritual change is always slow and
subtle, as it is powerful.”Toibin’s aunt (a clerk in
the Co. Council) attended the first meeting of
music lovers to decide that Wexford should host
its own opera festival: their legacy, enshrined in
what is today Ireland’s National Opera House,
is a reminder that art is cathartic—invigorating
and emotional—and the consequence of original
imaginative thought.

And for that process to have a beginning,
amiddle and an end, the artist needs a catalyst,
which comes in many shapes, but is essentially
encouraging and nurturing: a muse, a bursary, a
commission, an encouraging local authority.

Explains Joe Neal, actor and poet, who
moved from Wales to Castlebridge 30 years ago:
‘Lacking the luxury of the best-seller support
of a major publishing house, the writer is aware
that their work needs this encouragement.

And it’s there aplenty. Six books on I am sure
in the knowledge that the libraries in Wexford
and their staff will help with hosting launches.

The Wexford Festival was not
immune to the most recent economic recession,
but in 2018, the 855-seat O’Reilly Theatre and
176-seat Jerome Hynes Theatre will host its
biggest programme in recent years, contributing
€8.5 million to the local economy.

From its opening in 2008, the state-of-the-
art venue is Ireland’s only acoustically purpose-
built Opera House and is a major addition to the
county’s and nation’s cultural infrastructure,
winning numerous national and international
architectural awards as a result.

And the domino effect of such a
multidimensional art form as opera can be seen
in the fringe programme, in Wexford town and
further afield: plays, exhibitions, lectures, talks
and recitals—the longest celebration of art in
the country. As of 2015, over 2,000 events of all
genres have been staged in the National Opera
House to almost 350,000 people, underlining
the unique venue’s significant and increasing
major contribution to the local, regional and
national economy.

the Bush Theatre in London, Billy Roche’s stuck
his head above the parapet with The Boker Poker
Club at Wexford Arts Centre and long before

the Theatre Royal became the National Opera
House of Ireland, the Wexford Festival was an
idea bandied about by the Wexford Opera Study
Circle.

When seeds sown tentatively are nurtured,
the artistic voice can offer us a glimpse of the
best of ourselves. ‘The arts have a significant
impact in well-being, education, cultural
tourism and creative entrepreneurship,’ adds
Elizabeth White, Executive Director of Wexford
Arts Centre. ‘There are many studies to support
the theory that a vibrant arts and culture scene
can be a major driver for communities to attract
and retain employees.’ The arts benefit young
people, not just in the classroom, but in life.

What is the essence behind this creative
hub, jutting out into the sea, in a corner of
the South East of Ireland? Indisputably, it is
heritage. No county was invaded as often as
Wexford, and the inheritance—or the hangover
of history and the intermingling of the foreign
and the native—is all around, in place names
and surnames. Banville. Colfer. Roche.
Furlong. It has been said that the county, the
fulcrum of ‘Ireland’s Ancient East’ has three
separate regions: the Anglo-Norman south, the
hybridised middle and the Gaelic north. The
closing stanza of A Warning to Conquerors by
the poet Donagh MacDonagh dwells on how a
place like Wexford absorbed its conquerors.

There has always been in Wexford (derived
from the Vikings’ Veisafjoror) an awareness
that to protect the environment is to embrace
our cultural, ecological and economic assets.
In 2011 Wexford Co. Council and Wexford
Local Development initiated a series of tourism
trails, including the Wexford Heritage Trail and
Wexford Craft Trail, which today involves 83
businesses and community groups, supporting
300 full time jobs and 500 part time jobs.

The heritage of this county is a coming
together of our natural environment and the
weft of culture, both of which are essential to
the idea of continuity: the living past in tangible
form. As Dr. Edward Culleton explained in his
introduction to On Our Own Ground, published
by Wexford Co. Council Library Service:

‘From the gorse and heather-clad slopes of the
Blackstairs to the shining sands of Curracloe,
and from the volcanic eminence of Tara Hill to
Duncannon and the lagoonal lakes of the south
coast, County Wexford has provided a rich
environment for its inhabitants for over 5,000
years.’

When a government decision in 1997 approved
the inclusion in the budgets of public bodies
delivering capital programmes of up to

1% as funding for public art, Wexford Co
Council —with visionary leadership—was to

the fore. To travel the county today is to witness
how so many public art funded sculptures
continue to reflect the serrated edges of our
history and the combed threads of our heritage:
David Kinnane’s Waterstory in Bunclody;

Denis O’Connor’s The Last Oak Tree on the
N30 outside Enniscorthy; Evolution by Austin
McQuinn at Three Bullets Gate in New Ross;
Passage of Time by Dan George on the N25; Alan
Counihan’s Seedstones in Sean Doire and Cois
Doire estate in Gorey; Dandeloin by Lucy Hill
and Rory Breslin at Drumgoold in Enniscorthy,
to list but a few.

Meanwhile, Wexford Co. Council’s
Economic & Community Investment
Programme 2018 —2022 has earmarked a vibrant
arts and culture sector as one of several targeted
initiatives to help the county to continue realise
its huge potential.

Because of a once traditional attachment
to land ownership, landscape painting is a
prevailing feature of Irish art, and is prevalent in
the Co. Wexford Art Collection, a body of work
made up of 200 paintings, managed by the Arts
Department in consultation with the Friends
of Co. Wexford Art Collection. These donated
and loaned pieces at Wexford Co. Council,
and the superb eclectic collection dispersed
throughout Kelly’s Hotel in Rosslare, amounts
to a permanent display of contemporary art
in Wexford - open to the public — which is
unsurpassed outside our major cities.

In October 2017, the
Arts Department of Wexford County Council
and Wexford Arts Centre hosted Bare Root, a
group exhibition exploring rural and farmyard
environments, and featured artists like Frank
Abruzzese, Michael Canning, Els Dietvorst,
Michael Fortune, Janet Mullarney, Rosie
O’Gorman, Helen Robbins, Blaise Smith, Brigitta
Varadi, Michael Wann and Katie Watchorn.

And while both Co. Wexford Art Collection
and Kelly’s pay homage to past masters—Colin
Davidson, Tony O’Malley, Louis Le Brocquy—
they continue to acquire contemporary artists,
from the figurative brilliance of Paddy Lennon to
the forensic exactitude of Caroline Ward, from
the expressionism of Mick Mulcahy, inspired by
his travels in Africa and Korea, to the passive
sensuality and solidity of Helen Gaynor, David
Begley and Hanneke Van Ryswyk.

‘My perception of somewhere that is very
familiar to me is a catalyst for new ideas,’
explains Serena Caulfield, whose studio is

a stone’s throw from the Wexford coastline
which influences her work. Caulfield typifies a
new generation of artist nurtured from within
the county: she attended Gorey School of Art,
where she completed a BA in Fine Art, before
going on to achieve a BA(hons) from Wexford
Campus School of Art and Design, 1.T Carlow.
In 2008 she received the Travel / Training Award
from Wexford County Council, and proceeded
to attain a Master’s Degree in Fine Art from
Norwich University College of the Arts, UK.

An artist’s life is by no means an easy one, but
exhibition spaces are increasing throughout
the county: Newtownbarry House in Bunclody;
Greenacres, the Pigyard Gallery, Wexford

Arts Centre, Wexford Co. Council, the Blue
Egg Gallery and the Denis Collins Gallery in
Wexford; the Gaslamp Gallery in Gorey, the
Presentation Centre in Enniscorthy and St.
Michael’s Theatre in New Ross. Art in the Open
is now entering its second decade, when 200
artists from across the world descend upon
Wexford in summer to portray the scenic and
juxtaposing beauty of this maritime county.

And yes, challenges abound. ‘The crafts
sector in Wexford has a rather low profile,” adds
Mary Gallagher, the Blue Egg Gallery. ‘There are
individual makers who are quite prominent, but
the sector as a whole has no coherent presence
apart from the Wexford Craft trail network.

The first step is to raise the design quality of
the work produced by providing mentoring and
practical assistance. There is also a task to be
undertaken to develop the public’s appreciation
of the applied arts their skills involved in
producing it, which is where workshops and
exhibitions could help.

The Emerging Visual Artist Award is a
partnership initiative involving the Arts Council,
Wexford Arts Centre and Wexford Co. Council:
it is aimed at recognising the development of
emerging artists and kick-starting their career.
The recipient of the €5,000 award in 2016 was
Katie Watchorn, whose solo exhibition, A Calf
Remembered, subsequently opened at Wexford
Arts Centre in 2018.

‘provide long term financial and peer support
frameworks.” In 2017, Wexford Arts Officer Liz
Burns held a series of meetings with musicians,
writers, film makers, artists, actors, curators,
programmers, to help articulate their needs in
the Wexford County Arts Plan 2018 —2022.

The future is bright. If Wexford grasps
the opportunities outlined in the progressive
Economic & Community Investment Programme
2018-2022, and public agencies and arts
stakeholders commit to fulfilling the ambitious
Arts Plan, the concerns of practitioners in the
field, such as novelist Cat Hogan, will be met.
‘Everyone should have access to the arts and
cultural provisions regardless of education levels
and socio-economic background.’
